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Britten: War Requiem etc.

The three works recorded on this disc bear
witness to an acutely sensitive artist’s
response to the pity and terror of war in the
twentieth century. Britten’s passionate
pacifism generated a whole succession of
significant compositions — one is tempted to
refer to them as a cycle, so close is their
thematic and musico-dramatic
interdependence — a succession that extends
from the early song-cycle Our Hunting Fathers
(1936) to his penultimate opera, Owen
Wingrave (1970). In this important line of
works the composer sought to denounce war
and proclaim peace as an ideal which, against
all odds, must be striven for. His verbal
inspiration came from poets and writers as
diverse as W.H. Auden (his contemporary and
close colleague of the thirties), Wilfred Owen
(the First World War poet killed in action) and
Henry James (whose short story of conflicting
allegiance within a military family gives an
especially ironic twist to the theme of
pacifism). The contemplation of death as our
inescapable fate became a characteristic
Britten motif — ‘In the midst of life is death’,
as the cast sings with ironic formality in
Albert Herring. Yet if this imparts a tragic
aspect to his work, it does not necessarily

o

define it as wholly pessimistic. The Latin text
of the Requiem Mass for the Dead, with its
message of peace beyond death, fired his
imagination in the creation of two powerful
works in this vein. On the one hand, it
provided him with a formal frame in the
composition of a purely instrumental
symphony, the Sinfonia da Requiem, written
when he was still a young man; on the other
hand, it inspired him in middle age to the
creation of a huge choral symphony which
must be considered a twentieth-century
masterpiece — the War Requiem. The
monumental aspect of the Latin text joined to
the human individuality and tenderness of
Owen’s poems seemed at the time of the War
Requiem’s first performance to be as daring
as it has since seemed natural and inevitable.
For Britten remained an artist in whom a
sense of history and tradition was allied to
the use of cultural convention in a new,
contemporary way. As William Plomer said in
his preface to Britten’s original recording of
the work,
It is a function of creative men to perceive the
relations between thoughts, or things, or forms of
expression that may seem utterly different, and to
be able to combine them into some new form.
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It is remarkable how the Ballad of Heroes —
a piece d'occasion for a Festival of Music for
the People in 1939 - looks forward to its
more weighty successors and provides a
glimpse of characteristic things to come in
Britten. Clearly, for example, the formal design
of this close-knit piece was something of a
trial run for the Sinfonia da Requiem, and its
spatial use of off-stage music anticipates this
device in many later works, including the War
Requiem. Here, as in the Sinfonia da Requiem,
is a tripartite scheme of unity-in-continuity.
The movements, playing without a break,
comprise a funeral march, a ‘danse macabre’
(in the Sinfonia da Requiem it is rather a
‘marche macabre’) and a peaceful chorale (in
the later work an instrumental lullaby) with a
coda reprise. As he had already done in
Our Hunting Fathers, Britten uses ‘stylisations’
to establish the expressive character of his
texts, and the composition is unified by a
cyclic motto-theme which is transformed from
one movement to another. Thus the measured
falling steps of ‘Funeral March’, after the
opening fanfares, become distorted into the
passacaglia theme of the ‘Dance of Death’
Scherzo which in its turn is smoothed out into
the calm bass line of ‘Choral’ — the harmonies
of which, incidentally, anticipate inspired
simplicities in Britten’s opera Paul Bunyan.
The Auden-Swingler text includes a poem by
Auden; ‘It's farewell to the drawing room’s
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civilised cry’, written into the fly-leaf of a
score of Britten’s before Auden left for the
Spanish Civil War in 1937. The work was
intended as a salute to the heroes of Spain in
that war and received its first performance at
the Queen’s Hall on 5 April 1939, with Walter
Widdop as soloist and Constant Lambert as
conductor.

The Sinfonia da Requiem was the result of a
commission from the Japanese Government in
1940 for a work to commemorate the 2,600th
anniversary of the Mikado dynasty. Rejected for
religious reasons and considered an insult to
the emperor, its first performance consequently
took place in New York in March 1941 with
John Barbirolli conducting the New York
Philharmonic Orchestra. The symphony (in the
key of D minor/major) is dedicated to the
memory of Britten’s parents. In the first
movement we may be reminded of Britten’s
devotion to Mahler at a time when the
symphonies of that composer — if they were
known at all — were generally at a low ebb in
popular and critical esteem. The threatening
strokes on percussion and double-basses,
fortissimo (a rhythmic leitmotif, as it turns out,
of the whole piece), preface a funeral march of
great intensity which builds up slowly to an
agonised climax. From this it ebbs away on a
sustained A (oboes and clarinets recalling the
opening motif) to form an anxious, fluttering
tritone with E flat, the mediaeval ‘diabolus in

o

musica’. (Incidentally, the anxious tritone had
figured persistently in the Scherzo of the Ballad
of Heroes, at one point on the words ‘For the
Devil has broken parole’.) The tonal tension is
thereby screwed up a semitone higher for
another ‘dance of death’. Its ‘trio’ refers back to
the main theme of the first movement on the
alto saxophone and the recapitulation dashes
itself to pieces. Out of this disintegration
emerges a gentle ostinato (bass clarinet and
harp with cello and double-bass solo)
supporting the peaceful theme of the finale on
three flutes, itself a further transformation of
the main theme of the first movement.
Reaching a radiant climax, the movement sinks
to rest on a sustained clarinet third held to
extinction, not unlike the effect at the end of
the first movement of Mahler’s Ninth Symphony.

The emotional curve of the Sinfonia da
Requiem, now enlarged to epic proportions, is
also that of the War Requiem. And now the
anxious tritone has become the leading motif
of a whole musico-dramatic conception. (To
set the word ‘requiem’ to this interval
establishes at once the warning note — never
far absent — of Britten’s setting.) It achieves
climaxes of terror and destruction that are, in
the end, almost reconciled (once more in the
key of D major, though this time with a raised
fourth that magically transforms the terror of
the tritone) in the general peace of the
Requiem aeternam. What makes the

o

War Requiem the chef d’ceuvre Britten surely
intended it to be is the masterly way in which
his most personal genre, the song cycle, is
organically united with the public rhetoric of
the large-scale forms of the Latin Mass for the
Dead, with its great Western tradition of
musical settings. (Britten was by no means
unaware of the challenge of Mozart, Berlioz
and Verdi in this respect.) The transitions from
the formal Latin to the intimacy of Owen’s
poems and back again are wonderfully
achieved. It is a cycle within a cycle that
deploys its musical imagery as if in some huge
Mahlerian symphony in six movements. Each of
these movements is complete in itself and yet
they combine to form part of a larger, organic
whole. While there is no need to describe
music that is so direct in its expressive impact,
perhaps two episodes may be singled out as
of special power. The first occurs in the third
movement, the Offertorium, to the words
‘quam olim Abrahae promisisti et semini ejus’
(which of old Thou didst promise unto
Abraham and his seed). Here, quoting from
Britten’s Canticle Abraham and Isaac with a
terrible irony, God’s saving words to Abraham
as he is about to sacrifice his own son (‘Offer
the Ram of Pride instead of him’) are
disregarded and Isaac is slain, with ‘half the
seed of Europe, one by one’. The touchingly
brief fifth movement is on a plane of its own.
It was an inspired idea on Britten’s part to
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superimpose Owen'’s strange (and indeed
patriotically subversive) poem ‘One ever hangs
where shelled roads part’ over the hushed
orchestral and choral intonations of the
Agnus Dei.

The War Requiem was commissioned for the
Coventry Festival to celebrate the consecration
of St Michael's Cathedral in May 1962 and
first performed by Heather Harper, Peter Pears
and Dietrich Fischer-Dieskau with the City of
Birmingham Orchestra and Melos Ensemble
conducted by Meredith Davis and the
composer. (The subsequent first recording
substituted the Russian soprano, Galina
Vishnevskaya, for whom the part was
originally intended.) It has since entered our
consciousness and ranks amongst the great
British choral works of the twentieth century,
amongst which one must number Elgar’s
(Roman Catholic) The Dream of Gerontius and
Walton’s (Old Testament Pagan) Belshazzar'’s
Feast. But it remains in no danger of
becoming institutionalised, its message is too
disturbing, too hostile to received notions of
patriotism to fit comfortably into any
self-congratulatory mould of national
music-making. Britten’s sense of outrage at
the senseless violence and cruelty of war was
deep-rooted, his feelings of compassion quite
exceptional. Allied to this was his strong
identification with images of beauty and
innocence. The War Requiem represents a
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culminating point in his development. After it,
his style underwent radical change, essentially
through the oriental asceticism of Curlew
River. The War Requiem was his ‘Ninth
Symphony’; it was followed by a late period of
spiritual refinement and renewal that was
perhaps precipitated, and if anything made
more difficult, by this monumental
achievement.

One of our foremost operatic sopranos, Dame
Heather Harper was born in Belfast and
studied voice and piano at Trinity College of
Music in London. She has worked with leading
composers, a number of whom have
dedicated works to her, and performed many
operatic roles. As a concert artist she has
undertaken a series of highly successful tours
wordwide and given premieres of many
works such as Britten's War Requiem and
Tippett's Third Symphony. Heather Harper was
made a CBE in 1965, and has held several
teaching positions including Professor of
Singing at the Royal College of Music and
Director of Singing Studies at the Britten-
Pears School, Snape. One of the most
recorded singers of her time, Heather Harper
retired from the stage in 1984, making a brief
return to perform in the Proms in 1990 and
1994.

Philip Langridge was born in Kent and
studied at the Royal Academy of Music. He is
in demand throughout Europe, the USA and
Japan, and is particularly closely associated
with The Metropolitan Opera, La Scala Milan,
Bayerische Staatsoper, The Royal Opera,
Covent Garden, English National Opera,
Glyndebourne Festival Opera and Salzburg
Festival. His principal roles include new
productions of Peter Grimes, Billy Budd,

Das Rheingold, Moses und Aron, Boris
Godunov, Idomeneo and La clemenza di Tito.
Philip Langridge’s extensive discography
covers works from the early classical period to
the present day, and includes Peter Grimes, for
which he won a Grammy Award. He also
performs regularly in concert and recital.
Together with the pianist David Owen Norris
he has recently formed a trio with his
daughter Jennifer playing the cello. In 1994 he
was made a CBE.

The renowned and distinguished musician,
John Shirley-Quirk CBE is one of the most
recorded artists in the world of concert and
opera. He has performed with most leading
conductors and orchestras, and sung at opera
houses worldwide. As a recitalist he has
appeared with pianists such as Ashkenazy,
Britten, Fleisher, Paik, Perahia and Schiff. In
addition to repertoire which reaches back into
classical and baroque, he is also associated

o

with new music, including the first
performance of Henze’s Elegy for Young
Lovers, Tippett's The Ice Break and all Britten’s
operas, including the seven-fold role of The
Traveller in Death in Venice. His discography
encompasses well over one hundred
recordings and includes many Grammy
Awards. An Honorary Fellow of the Royal
Academy of Music, he is also a member of the
voice faculty of the Peabody Conservatory in
Baltimore, Maryland.

The distinguished tenor Martyn Hill is known
internationally as an opera singer, concert and
oratorio soloist and recitalist. His wide concert
repertoire ranges from Messiah and the
Evangelist in the Bach Passions, to
Mendelssohn’s Elijah, Elgar's The Dream of
Gerontius, Berlioz's La Damnation de Faust,
Verdi’s Requiem and the works of Benjamin
Britten. Operatic roles include Alessandro

(Il re pastore), Achilles (King Priam), Mozart in
Rimsky-Korsakov's Mozart and Salieri and the
title roles in Idomeneo, Oedipus Rex and Peter
Grimes. Sought after as an interpreter of
contemporary music, his repertoire includes
works by Lutoslawski, Holliger, Nono,
Birtwistle, Henze, the title role in Sandeep
Bhagwati’s Ramanujan in Munich and the
world premiere of Elliott Carter’s In Sleep, in
Thunder. Martyn Hill's large discography
includes songs by Percy Grainger for Chandos.

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The London Symphony Chorus was formed in
1966 as a choral partner for the London
Symphony Orchestra, and whilst maintaining
that special link, the Chorus has also
partnered many other international orchestras,
including the Berlin Philharmonic, Boston
Symphony and Vienna Philharmonic
Orchestras. Under the direction of eminent
musicians such as Richard Hickox, Stephen
Westrop and, most recently, Joseph Cullen, its
repertoire has expanded to include the great
nineteenth- and twentieth-century choral
classics, contemporary music and a number of
newly commissioned works. The Chorus made
its first recording in 1966 (Mahler’s Second
Symphony with the London Symphony
Orchestra and Sir Georg Solti), and now has an
extensive discography. The Chorus tours
widely and also works with the Philharmonia
and Royal Philharmonic Orchestras.

In 1904 Hans Richter conducted the inaugural
concert given by the London Symphony
Orchestra, the first independent,
self-governing orchestra in Britain. Many
distinguished Principal Conductors followed,
such as Sir Edward Elgar, Sir Thomas
Beecham, Claudio Abbado and Sir Colin Davis.
Eminent musical figures who have taken on
the role of Honorary President include Sir
William Walton, Sir Arthur Bliss, Karl B6hm
and Leonard Bernstein. In 1906 LSO became
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orchestras in Europe, Japan and North
America.

Opera occupies much of his time, and
besides having made guest appearances with
The Royal Opera, Covent Garden and the
Vienna State Opera, among others, he has
recorded several operas live at the Spoleto
Festival, Italy.

Richard Hickox is committed to a wide
range of music and has received many
accolades and awards for his contribution to
British musical life. His flair for programming

the first British orchestra to perform abroad
when it visited Paris, and today the Orchestra
tours extensively around the globe. In 1982
LSO moved into its London home at the
Barbican, where it gives around ninety
concerts a year; it also holds a residency at
New York’s Avery Fisher Hall and a biennial
residency at the Florida International Festival.
The Orchestra’s innovative education
programme, LSO Discovery, is dedicated to
bringing music to people of every age and
from all walks of life, wherever they are.

Winner of three Gramophone Awards, one
Grammy Award, the Deutsche
Schallplattenpreis and the Diapason d’Or, and
internationally regarded as one of Britain’s
most respected and versatile conductors,
Richard Hickox has conducted all the major
UK orchestras and appears regularly at
festivals such as those of Aldeburgh, Bath and
Cheltenham, and the BBC Promenade
Concerts. He founded Collegium Musicum 90
with Simon Standage in 1990. Principal
Conductor of the BBC National Orchestra

of Wales since September 2000, he is also
Music Director of the City of London Sinfonia,
which he founded in 1971, formerly Artistic
Director and now Conductor Emeritus of the
Northern Sinfonia, and Associate Guest
Conductor of the London Symphony
Orchestra. He frequently conducts leading

o

captures the imagination of public and critic
alike. Particularly memorable have been his
complete cycle of symphonies by Vaughan
Williams at the Barbican Centre, a Britten
Festival at the Royal Festival Hall, and the
world premiere of several works by Sir John
Tavener.

Future projects with Chandos, for whom he
has already made over 150 recordings, include
operas by Britten, the completion of his
Grainger series and the ongoing cycle of
symphonies by Vaughan Williams.

Le
War Requiem se situe & un point culminant de
son évolution, son style allait bientdt subir
des changements radicaux, particulierement
manifestes dans I'opéra de chambre Curlew
River (La Riviére aux courlis, qui fait partie de
la trilogie des paraboles religieuses) a
I'ascétisme oriental.

L'une des plus grandes sopranos lyriques de
Grande-Bretagne, Dame Heather Harper
naquit & Belfast et étudia le chant et le piano
au Trinity College of Music a Londres. Elle a
travaillé avec des compositeurs de premier
plan, certains lui dédiant méme des ceuvres,
et elle a chanté une multitude de roles
lyriques. En concert, elle a fait plusieurs
tournées triomphales dans le monde entier et
créé de nombreuses ceuvres comme

le War Requiem de Britten et la Troisieme
Symphonie de Tippett. Commandeur de
I’Empire britannique depuis 1965, Heather
Harper a enseigné dans plusieurs
établissements, tenant entre autres les

postes de professeur de chant au Royal
College of Music et de directrice des études
vocales a la Britten-Pears School a Snape.
L'une des chanteuses les plus actives en
studio, Heather Harper a fait ses adieux a la
scéne en 1984, ne faisant qu’une bréve
réapparition pour participer aux Promenade
Concerts de la BBC en 1990 et 1994.

Philip Langridge naquit dans le Kent et fit ses
études a la Royal Academy of Music a
Londres. Il est trés demandé dans toute
I'Europe, aux Etats-Unis et au Japon, travaillant
particulierement avec le Metropolitan Opera, la
Scala de Milan, Bayerische Staatsoper, le Royal
Opera de Covent Garden, 'English

National Opera, le Glyndebourne Festival
Opera et le Festival de Salzbourg. Parmi

ses roles les plus importants, notons de
nouvelles mises en scénes de Peter Grimes,
Billy Budd, Das Rheingold, Moses and Aron,
Boris Godounov, Idomeneo et La clemenza di
Tito. La vaste discographie de Philip
Langridge va du début de I'ere classique

a nos jours et inclut Peter Grimes, pour

lequel il a regu un Grammy Award.

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Lillustre John Shirley-Quirk, CBE, musicien
remarquable, est I'un des artistes les plus
actifs en studio, aussi bien dans le répertoire
lyrique que celui de concert. Il s’est produit
avec la plupart des chefs et des orchestres de
premier plan et a chanté sur les scénes
lyriques du monde entier. En récital, il a eu
pour partenaires des pianistes comme
Ashkenazy, Britten, Fleisher, Paik, Perahia et
Schiff. Outre un répertoire qui remonte au
classique et au baroque, son nom est souvent
associé a de nouvelles ceuvres et il a chanté
entre autres dans la création mondiale de
Elegy for young lovers de Henze, dans The Ice

Voyageur dans Death in Venice. Sa
discographie regroupe plus d’une centaine
d’enregistrements, dont plusieurs primés aux
Grammy Awards.

L'éminent ténor Martyn Hill est renommé sur
la scéne internationale aussi bien a I'opéra
gu’en concert, comme soliste d’oratorio que
comme récitaliste.

Tout en
maintenant ses liens privilégiés avec cette
formation, il a également collaboré avec de
nombreux autres orchestres internationaux,
notamment la Philharmonie de Berlin, le
Boston Symphony Orchestra et I'Orchestre
philharmonique de Vienne. Sous la direction
de musiciens aussi éminents que Richard
Hickox, Steven Westrop et plus récemment
Joseph Cullen, il a élargi un répertoire qui
compte les grandes pages chorales classiques
du dix-neuvieme et du vingtiéme siécle, des
piéces contemporaines et diverses ceuvres de
commande. Le London Symphony Chorus a

o

réalisé son premier enregistrement en 1966
(la Deuxieme Symphonie de Mahler avec le
London Symphony Orchestra sous la direction
de Sir Georg Solti), et possede maintenant une
importante discographie. Il effectue de
nombreuses tournées, et travaille également
avec le Philharmonia Orchestra et le Royal
Philharmonic Orchestra.

Ce fut Hans Richter qui en 1904 dirigea le
concert inaugural du London Symphony
Orchestra, le premier orchestre indépendant
et autonome de Grande-Bretagne. Suivirent
plusieurs chefs principaux distingués, comme
Sir Edward Elgar, Sir Thomas Beecham,
Claudio Abbado et Sir Colin Davis.
D’éminentes personnalités du monde musical
ont tenu le réle de président honoraire de
I'ensemble, parmi lesquelles Sir William
Walton, Sir Arthur Bliss, Karl B6hm et Leonard
Bernstein. En 1906, cet ensemble devint le
premier orchestre britannique a se produire a
I’étranger lorsqu’il se rendit a Paris;
aujourd’hui I'Orchestre fait de nombreuses
tournées dans le monde entier. En 1982, le
LSO s'installa au Barbican & Londres ou il
donne environ quatre-vingt-dix concerts par
an; il se produit aussi réguliérement a I'Avery
Fisher Hall & New York et, tous les deux ans,
au Festival international de Floride. Grace a un
programme éducatif innovateur, LSO
Discovery, I'Orchestre cherche a faire découvrir

o

la musique aux personnes de tous ages, de
toutes conditions sociales et de tous les coins
du pays.

Considéré dans le monde entier comme I'un
des chefs britanniques les plus respectés et
aux talents les plus divers, Richard Hickox a
remporté trois Gramophone Awards, un
Grammy Award, le Deutsche Schallplattenpreis
et le Diapason d’Or. Il a dirigé tous les grands
orchestres de Grande-Bretagne, et se produit
régulierement dans des festivals tels que ceux
d’Aldeburgh, Bath, Cheltenham et les
Promenade Concerts de la BBC de Londres.
Avec Simon Standage, il a fondé en 1990 le
Collegium Musicum 90. Chef principal du
BBC National Orchestra du Pays de Galles
depuis septembre 2000, il est par ailleurs
directeur musical du City of London Sinfonia,
ensemble qu’il a fondé en 1971. Chef invité
associé du London Symphony Orchestra,

il a été le directeur artistique du Northern
Sinfonia dont il est maintenant chef honoraire.
Il dirige fréquemment les plus grands
orchestres d’Europe, du Japon et d’Amérique
du Nord.

L'opéra occupe une part importante de ses
activités, et outre les invitations a diriger dans
des théatres tels que le Royal Opera de
Covent Garden ou I'Opéra d'état de Vienne, il
a enregistré en direct plusieurs opéras lors du
Festival de Spolete en Italie.
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Richard Hickox se veut le défenseur d’'un
répertoire tres étendu, et a regu de nombreux
prix et distinctions pour sa contribution a la
vie musicale britannique. Son sens inné de la
programmation capture I'imagination du public
et de la critique. Son cycle complet des
symphonies de Vaughan Williams donné au
Barbican Centre de Londres, le Festival Britten
organisé au Royal Festival Hall, et la création
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mondiale de plusieurs ceuvres de Sir John
Tavener ont été des événements
particulierement mémorables.

Parmi ses futurs enregistrements pour
Chandos, avec qui il a déja réalisé plus de
150 disques, figurent des opéras de Britten,
I'achévement de sa série consacrée a Percy
Grainger, et le cycle en cours des symphonies
de Vaughan Williams.

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Super Audio Compact Disc (SACD) and Direct Stream Digital Recording (DSD)

DSD records music as a high-resolution digital signal which reproduces the original analogue
waveform very accurately and thus the music with maximum fidelity. In DSD format the
frequency response is expanded to 100 kHz, with a dynamic range of 120 dB over the audible
range compared with conventional CD which has a frequency response to 20 kHz and a
dynamic range of 96 dB.

A Hybrid SACD is made up of two separate layers, one carries the normal CD information and
the other carries the SACD information. This hybrid SACD can be played on standard CD
players, but will only play normal stereo. It can also be played on an SACD player reproducing
the stereo or multi-channel DSD layer as appropriate.
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
